



HATTON CITY COUNCIL MEETING MINUTES

November 2, 2015
6:00 P.M.

 Vice President David Vold called the meeting to order for President Bernie Johnson, with the Pledge of Allegiance on November 2, 2015 at 6:05 P.M.
  Council members attending were: Bernie Johnson, David Vold, Kim Ostlie, Curtis Huus, Mark Duncan and Scott Phipps Mayor Douglas Meier was absent. Others in attendance were: Dana Boe from the Hatton Free Press, Arik Solheim and Jackie Buchwitz. 
Arik Solheim gave a brief maintenance report and submitted a proposal from Jeff Rudy Construction for the addition of a 24’ X 16’ enclosure at the Hatton swimming pool.  This addition would house the pool pumps, heaters, equipment and plumbing from the elements, would be of 2 x 4 construction with steel exterior, for total materials and labor price of $6,638.00. Curtis Huus made the motion to accept Jeff Rudy’s alternate proposal for the pool addition, which would be the installation of 2” x 4” steel panels on the walls & roof, deleting the OSB sheeting & roof paper for a total cost of $6,170.00. Kim Huus seconded the motion. Motion carried.
 Due to traffic safety concerns, Mark Duncan made the motion that “NO PARKING” signs be installed at the south elevator on the elevator side of Railroad Ave. E. Scott Phipps seconded the motion. Motion carried. Scott Phipps made the motion to approve the maintenance report. David Vold seconded the motion. Motion carried.
Kim Ostlie made a motion to accept the Minutes of the October 5, 2015 Council Meeting, Scott Phipps seconded. Motion carried.
After The Councils’ review, Kim Ostlie made the motion to approve the October 2015 financial reports, Mark Duncan seconded. Motion carried.
