



HATTON CITY COUNCIL MEETING MINUTES

November 4, 2013
6:00 P.M.
 Mayor Doug Meier called the meeting to order on Monday November 4, 2013 at 6:00 P.M.  Council members attending were: Kim Ostlie, Annette Glennon, David Vold, Mark Duncan, Bernie Johnson and Scott Phipps.
 Special Guests Were: Merrill Meyer from the Meyer Group, Carrie Foss and Dawn Heskin from the Hatton Park District, Robert Cost,  Brian Cyrus and Traill County Deputy Shawn Skager. Others in attendance were Arik Solheim and Jackie Buchwitz. 

Merrill Meyer from The Meyer Group spoke to the City Council about the effect of building permit applications within the City and the procedures that the City assessor’s take after a building permit application has been approved. Merrill spoke about how the property is assessed and provided the Council with a few examples of some of the surrounding City’s building permit applications as reference if the City Council decides to make any revisions to the Hatton’s Building Permit Applications.
Carrie Foss and Dawn Heskin presented the City Council with the 2014 Hatton Park District agreement for review and approval. They also submitted a transaction detail by account of the campground activity for the 2013 year and a check for S70.00 for the 2013 water usage revenues. Arik Solheim presented the maintenance report. Scott Phipps made the motion to accept the maintenance report. Kim Ostlie seconded the motion. Motion carried.  Scott Phipps made a motion to authorize a monetary compensation of $50.00 to Doug Osland for mowing at the lagoon. Bernie Johnson seconded the motion. Motion carried.
