



HATTON CITY COUNCIL MEETING MINUTES

December 2, 2013
6:00 P.M.

 Mayor Doug Meier called the meeting to order with the Pledge of Allegiance, on Monday December 2, 2013 at 6:00 P.M. 
 Council members attending were:  Bernie Johnson, David Vold, Annette Glennon, Kim Ostlie, Mark Duncan and Scott Phipps
 Special Guest was: Sherriff Mike Crocker from Traill County. Others in attendance were Arik Solheim and Jackie Buchwitz.

Arik Solheim presented the maintenance report. Bernie made the motion to have Arik gather some pricing for a new holiday banner for Hatton’s main street for next year. Kim Ostlie seconded the motion. Motion carried. Scott Phipps made a motion to accept the maintenance report. Bernie seconded the motion. Motion carried.


Sherriff Mike Crocker spoke to the council about the possibility of a reduction of the monthly police salary because of additional revenues acquired in Traill County.  He will attend the February meeting and inform the council of the final status on this issue. Mike also agreed that ½ half of the cost for garage rental for Deputy Steinhaus will be deducted from one of the City’s monthly bills from the Traill County Treasurers office. Annette Glennon made the motion to approve the police report. Kim Ostlie seconded the motion. Motion carried.

Annette Glennon seconded the motion.  Motion carried.  

The City council discussed the 2014 wage and salary increases. Annette Glennon made the motion to approve a 1.6% wage increase for Arik Solheim and Jackie Buchwitz, effective January 1, 2014. Mark Duncan seconded the motion. A roll call vote was taken with Dave Vold, Bernie Johnson, Annette Glennon, Mark Duncan and Kim Ostlie voting to approve.  Scott Phipps; opposed. With the majority of the council voting yes, the motion was carried. 

Bernie Johnson made the motion to approve the demolition and building permit applications submitted by Don Huus and Mark and Faye Duncan. Annette Glennon seconded the motion. Motion carried.


Bernie Johnson approached the topic of reviewing the city equipment rental prices. Bernie and Arik will be reviewing the current pricing and evaluate the need for an increase.

Mayor Doug Meier asked this question of the councilmembers; “Why are the city of Hatton’s liquor license fees so high?” After some discussion, Mark Duncan  made the motion that, upon the renewal date in June of 2014, and only for the 2014/2015 year, the City reduces the liquor license fees from $2,300.00 to $1,700.00. Scott Phipps seconded the motion. Motion carried.  Having no other business , Mark Duncan made the motion to adjourn; seconded by Scott Phipps.  Meeting adjourned at 7:40 P.M.
