



HATTON CITY COUNCIL MEETING MINUTES

December 3, 2012
6:00 P.M.
 Mayor Doug Meier called the meeting to order on Monday December 3, 2012 at 6:00 P.M.  Council members attending were: Kim Ostlie, Bernie Johnson, David Vold, Annette Glennon, Mark Duncan and Scott Phipps. Others in attendance were: Sheriff Mike Crocker, Arik Solheim and Jackie Buchwitz.
Arik Solheim presented the maintenance report. He submitted a proposal from Braun Electric, to remove the existing lights in the City shop area and install 9 high bay six lamp fluorescent light and to install additional feeders in conduits from the service panel to the shop area to accommodate the new fixtures, for the sum of $3,442.00. Bernie Johnson motioned to approve the proposal from Braun Electric and have Arik oversee the ordering and completion of the shop light project. Kim Ostlie seconded the motion.  Motion carried unanimously. Arik and the council discussed the possible purchase of a box snow pusher attachment that would attach directly onto the pay loader and could be acquired for approximately $6,500.00. Bernie and Arik speculated that the 740 loader could be sold to offset the cost of purchasing the box snow pusher and it would allow snow removal to be accomplished more efficiently with less time involved. Annette Glennon made the motion for the purchase of a box snow pusher attachment and the sale of the City’s “740” loader. Scott Phipps seconded the motion. Motion carried.
 Arik informed the council that the spoke with Naastad brothers regarding a price for rock moving work that needs to be done at the lagoon. Naastad Bros. will be putting an estimated quote together for and Arik will present this to the council at a later meeting.

 In compliance with the full text of Measure No. 4, Arik will be ordering “No Smoking” signs for the City office, City Shop and all City vehicles. Arik also approached the council about the possibility of having his hourly wage changed into a yearly salary.  After discussing the pros and cons of each method, the council decided to continue leave Arik’s pay based on an hourly wage. Annette made the motion to accept the maintenance report. Kim Ostlie seconded the motion.  Motion Carried. 
Mark Duncan made a motion to accept the Minutes of November 5, 2012 Council Meetings, Dave Vold seconded the motion. Motion carried. Dave also made the motion to approve the Auditor’s November financial reports and to update the accounts name changes and authorized signers on the financial institutions signature cards. Annette seconded the motion. Motion carried. Annette seconded the motion. Motion carried.
 The Council discussed the payment of an invoice received from Ohnstad Twichell, P.C. regarding an expense for two abstract fee updates for Robert Larson for $300.00. These fees reflect the cost of updating 2 abstracts dating back to the First Street Replat of 2003. Originally the City had agreed to pay up to $150.00 per abstract for all of the property owners involved in the First Street Replat. All homeowners have long since taken care of their abstract updates. Robert Larson having recently sold his two First Street properties still needed to have those abstracts updated. Bernie Johnson made the motion that the City uphold the original agreement from 2003 and pay the $300.00 from the City’s sales tax fund.  Annette made a motion to approve the payments of the following bills:  Aflac; $364.11, BC/BS; $566.90. Card member Services; $229.84, Century Link (Qwest) $108.14,City of Hatton; $100.00, Conrad Steinhaus; $300.00, Dan Menard; $100.00, Douglas Bye; $50.00, Gaffaney’s; $122.93,Grand Forks Traill Water Dist.; $3,942.00, Hatton Community Club; $452.50,Hatton Co-op Oil; $622.14, Hatton Economic Development; $2,925.33, Hatton Free Press; $76.59,  James Musgraves; $100.32, Marco Inc.; $125.00,Midcontinent Communications; $166.44, Millers Fresh Foods; $5.99, Motorola Solutions; $2,938.40,Muriel Arneson; $89.50, ND One Call Concepts; $7.50, NDPERS; $763.85, Paulson Gravel Services; $195.00,Traill county Auditor, $14.00, Traill County Treasurer; $3,493.00, , US Treasury; $2,084.44, Verizon Wireless; $95.30, Waste Management of ND; $8,857.89, Xcel Energy(Street Lighting); $1,499.99 and Xcel Energy(City Utilities); $416.39.  Mark Duncan seconded the motion.  Motion carried.
Sheriff Mike Crocker reported in to the Council. Scott Phipps made the motion to approve the Police report.  Bernie seconded the motion. Motion carried.
 The Council discussed the employee wage increases for the 2013 year.  Scott Phipps made a motion to increase Arik’s hourly wage by 3% and Jackie’s yearly salary by 4%. Annette seconded the motion. A roll call vote was taken. Kim Ostlie, Dave Vold, Annette Glennon, Scott Phipps and Mark Duncan voted to approve the motion.  Bernie Johnson did not approve. Motion carried.
The City council discussed the distribution of any Christmas cash monies that would be awarded for the 2012 season. Bernie made the motion to award the following amounts to each of the following recipients:  Arik Solheim, $300.00,

Jackie Buchwitz; $300.00, Conrad Steinhaus; $100.00, Arden Johnson; $100.00, Dave Vold; $100.00, Marlin Balstad; $100.00, Edson Grindeland; $50.00, Ben Cigelski; $100.00 and Patricia Ellis; $50.00. Kim seconded the motion. Motion carried.

After reviewing the City of Hatton’s Funds revenues, expenses, profits and/or losses for the 2012 year, Mark Duncan made a motion to approve the following money transfers from each of the following funds into the General Fund for a total of $100,281.38.  Water Fund: $26,386.39, Sewer Fund: $23,146.96, Mosquito Fund: $1,382.71, Penalty & Interest Fund: $4,000.00, City Share of Specls: $2,800.00, Planning Commission: $320.22, Forestry: $1,988.33, Highway Tax: $25,306.69,County Road:$1,901.98, Parks, Pool & Recreation: $8,603.20,Telecommunications: $2,060,85, Advertising: $627.67 and Emergency; $1,756.38, and to transfer from the General Fund $18,000.00 into the following funds: $4,000.00 into Social Security Fund, $2,000.00 into the Insurance Reserve Fund, $4,000.00 into the Employee Pension Fund, and $8,000.00 into the Equipment replacement fund. Bernie Johnson seconded the motion.  Motion for the aforementioned fund to fund transfers carried. In reviewing the Trash funds revenues, expenses, profit and/or losses for the 2012 year and in light of Waste Management’s programmed 3 % increase in their trash charges, which began in November 2012.Scott Phipps made a motion that effective January 1, 2013 the trash rates for all residential and commercial trash accounts within the City of Hatton be increased 5%. Annette Glennon seconded the motion. Motion carried.
Mark Duncan made a motion to designate May 3, 2013 as the City of Hatton’s Arbor Day.  Bernie seconded the motion.  Motion carried. 

 Mark Duncan made the motion that David Vold attends the Community Tree Care Conference that the ND Urban and Community Forestry Association will be holding from January 27- 29, 2013 at the Ramada Plaza Suites in Fargo, ND.

The City will see that Dave is registered and will apply for one of the 10- $100.00 scholarships that the ND Forest service is offering and awarding on a reimbursement basis that may be used to cover conference registration fee, travel costs and lodging. Bernie Johnson seconded the motion. Motion carried. With no other business before the council,

Mark Duncan made the motion to adjourn; seconded by Scott Phipps.  Meeting was adjourned at 8:45 P.M.
