



HATTON CITY COUNCIL MEETING MINUTES

6:00 P.M.
 Mayor Doug Meier called the meeting to order on Monday April 2, 2012 at 6:00 P.M.  Council members attending were: David Vold, Annette Glennon, Bernie Johnson, Kim Ostlie, Scott Phipps and Mark Duncan. Others in attendance were Arik Solheim, Deputy Conrad Steinhaus and Jackie Buchwitz.
Arik Solheim presented the maintenance report and informed the council of his intent to order two pallets of Street Patch. He also requested the approval of the council to purchase the remaining street signs needed to finish replacing the street signs. Arik also stated that the new front door purchased from PS Doors has been delivered and installed. Annette Glennon made a motion to approve the expenditure of approx $1,000.00 in order to complete the entire City’s street sign replacement project. Bernie Johnson seconded the motion.  Motion carried. Scott Phipps made a motion to accept the maintenance report. Mark Duncan seconded the motion.  Motion Carried.
 Bernie made a motion to accept the Minutes of March 5, 2012 Council Meeting. Kim Ostlie seconded the motion. Motion carried. 
 Bernie made a motion to accept the March Municipal Court Report.  Kim seconded the motion. Motion carried. 
 Annette made a motion to accept the police report. Scott Phipps seconded the motion. Motion carried. 
 Dave Vold made the motion to approve the Auditor’s March financial reports.  Scott Phipps seconded the motion.  Motion carried.

Mark Duncan seconded the motion.  Motion carried.  
 Mark Duncan made a motion to designate May 11th and 12th as Hatton City Clean up Weekend. Kim seconded the motion. Motion carried.  City Clean up will begin on Friday May 11, 2012 at 12:00 PM until 5:00 PM. and continue Saturday April 12, 2012 from 9:00 AM until 5:00 PM.  There will be 5 roll offs in the lot by the City Shop for all residents to bring the items that they want to “clean out.” ​​​​​​​​​​​​​​​​​ 
 The council discussed the applications for Building Permits submitted by Jeff Lider and Conrad Steinhaus.  Mark Duncan made the motion to accept and approve the Building Permit Applications. Annette seconded the motion. Motion carried. 
 The City council resumed a discussion that was tabled last month regarding the purchase of a new computer system for City Hall. After obtaining a quote from Paul Rayner Computer Repair. Comparisons were made between the quote from Office Max and Paul Rayner.  Annette Glennon made the motion that the City accept and approve the purchase of the Intel CPU I-7 computer quoted by Paul Rayner, which includes the labor to build, the setup, a 2 year parts warranty and the configuration of the new computer for the price of $2,021.91.  Bernie seconded the motion. Motion carried unanimously.  
 The City Council discussed The Arbor Day Celebration.  Mark Duncan made the motion to proclaim April 27, 2012 as The City of Hatton’s Arbor Day.  Annette Glennon seconded the motion.  Motion carried.  The Council members in conjunction with Hatton Public School will celebrate Arbor Day by doing a tree planting.   
The Council agreed to apply for the 2012 Yearly Contract with Airborne Custom Spraying for this season’s mosquito Control Contract.  Mayor Doug Meier signed the Application which will be sent in this week. 
 The council reviewed correspondence from a Company called OS Advisors Inc. This company solicits underwriters who would possibly purchase or refinance a City’s current debt with the possibility of substantial savings to the City.  Mark Duncan made a motion to have OS Advisors look at the City’s current debt situation and provide the City with its findings at the next Council Meeting. Dave Vold seconded the motion.  Motion carried.  
 Some of the other topics that the City Council reviewed and discussed were: The Utility Billing and water “shut off” policy, the Adamson/Harmon agreement with the city, alternatives regarding mosquito control, the dedication of the log cabin on Dakota Avenue, the need for a Traill County EDC representative from the City of Hatton, and the possibility of changing a street sign from a yield sign to a stop sign on First Street.
Mark Duncan made the motion to adjourn; seconded by Scott Phipps.  Meeting was adjourned at 8:40 P.M.
