



HATTON CITY COUNCIL MEETING MINUTES

6:00 P.M.
Mayor Doug Meier called the meeting to order at 6:00 p.m.  Council members attending were: Kim Ostlie, Mark Duncan, Bernie Johnson and Scott Phipps.  Annette Glennon and David Vold were absent.
 Others in attendance were: Sherriff Mike Crocker, Arik Solheim, Roberta Grindeland and Jackie Buchwitz.
 Roberta Grindeland (Pool Manager) spoke to the City Council regarding the pool activities for the last month.  Discussions about the decision of “when to close the pool or leave it open” based on attendance on a given day was brought up.  It was the general feeling of the Council that weather permitting; the pool will be open no matter what the attendance.  Roberta also wanted to inform the council about the function of the pool heaters in order to alleviate any complaints regarding the temperature of the water in the swimming pool.  She stated that the heaters are set to kick in when the temperature of the pool water goes below 78 degrees. With the outside heat and humidity the pool water temperature has been at 80 degrees or better. 
 In order to show Hatton City’s tax payers how the additional 1% City sales tax increase has enabled the continued operation of the swimming pool, when the pool closes for the season and the final pool expenses have been paid, the council will be receiving a report detailing the revenues vs. the operating expenses for the 2011 season.  
Arik Solheim presented the maintenance report: In order for the City of Hatton to be in compliance with Federal law for School Crosswalks, Arik has ordered new traffic signs for the crosswalks by the School. The signs were ordered from Newmann Signs.  Kim Ostlie made a motion to accept the maintenance report. Mark Duncan seconded the motion.  Motion Carried. 
Sherriff Mike Crocker presented the 2012 Hatton/Portland proposed budget for policing to the City Council. Traill County is proposing an increase from $35,334.00 to $42,848.00 per year for Hatton’s share of the police budget.  This proposed increase of $626.00 per month, if adopted, will go into effect January 1, 2012. The City council and Sherriff Crocker discussed the possibility of a new vehicle purchase for Deputy Conrad Steinhaus. Sherriff Crocker will obtain specifics on the make, model, and pricing of a different vehicle and present it to the council at a later date. Bernie Johnson mad a motion to accept the police report. Scott Phipps seconded the motion.  Motion carried.
Upon completion of the required Nondiscrimination Compliance Review for the City of Hatton, the USDA has recommended that Hatton has a Self Evaluation Plan completed  by a third party that addresses accessibility Issues for ADA.  Bernie Johnson made the motion to have Jackie contact “OPTIONS”, an Interstate resource center for Independent Living, to conduct the evaluation for the City of Hatton.  Kim Ostlie seconded the motion.  Motion carried unanimously.
Bernie Johnson made a motion to approve the Minutes of the July 5, 2011 Council Meeting with the following correction: Waste Management has hauled away 139,000 pounds of recyclables from the City of Hatton, not 139,000 tons as stated in the minutes from July 5th, 2011. Scott Phipps seconded the motion. Motion carried.
Mark Duncan made the motion to approve the Auditors July financial reports.  Kim Ostlie seconded the motion.  Motion carried.

Scott seconded the motion.  Motion carried. 
Scott Phipps made the motion to accept the Municipal Judges court report for the month of June.  Mark Duncan seconded the motion. Motion carried.
 Waste Management provided information to Scott Phipps for presentation at this meeting for possible savings to the City for their continued Trash and Recycle Services. Mark Duncan made a motion to retain Waste Management Inc. as the City’s Trash (4 times per month) and Recycle (1 time per month) provider. Scott Phipps seconded the motion.  Motion carried.  Paul Kalibabky from Waste Management Inc. may be attending September’s Council meeting to go over some contract revisions and inform the City Council on how those revisions will affect the City after the new contract goes into effect.
Bernie Johnson made a motion to approve the building permit applications submitted by Jody Westmoreland and Orville Ness.

Scott Phipps seconded the motion. Motion carried.

Mark made a motion to adjourn the meeting.  Kim Ostlie seconded the motion. Motion carried. Meeting adjourned at 8:15 pm.
