



HATTON CITY COUNCIL MEETING MINUTES

6:00 P.M.
 President Bernard Johnson called the meeting to order on Monday March 5, 2012 at 6:00 P.M.  Council members attending were: Bernie Johnson, Annette Glennon, Kim Ostlie, Mark Duncan, Scott Phipps and David Vold.  Mayor Doug Meier was absent.
 Special Guests Were: David Flaten from Double D’s Diner, Sheriff Mike Crocker, Conrad Steinhaus, Kirby and Audrey Page, and Jackie Buchwitz.
David Flaten from Double D’s Diner spoke to the Council about obtaining some information on what would have to be done and who he would have to contact regarding installing some signage for the Double D’s Diner out on the highway.  The Council suggested that he go through the NDDOT for any specifics regarding placement and regulations and provided him with phone numbers and a web site address.  David informed the council that he would contact the NDDOT and proceed based on their recommendations.
Scott Phipps made a motion to accept the Minutes of February 6, 2012 Council Meeting, Annette Glennon seconded the motion. Motion carried.
The Council discussed correspondence from the League of Cities regarding the upcoming City Government Week. City Government Week has been designated from April 9-April 13, 2012. All cities are encouraged for take part in celebrating their Local Governments.  Dave Vold volunteered to approach the Hatton School’s Third grade class and have them participate in an “IF I WERE MAYOR FOR A DAY” essay contest. Dave also made the motion to award the local winner of the contest a $25.00 Gift Certificate.  Mark Duncan seconded the motion. Motion Carried. The Local Winner will be honored at the City Council Meeting in May.
The State wide winner will receive a $100.00 Savings Bond from the League of Cities. The Winning essay will also be published in the League magazine sometime later in the spring.
Sheriff Mike Crocker and Deputy Conrad Steinhaus each gave a brief report.  Mike Crocker provided the council with updated information about the new Police Vehicle and the Communications Grant.  Deputy Steinhaus provided the Council with an update of the investigation of the robbery that took place at the Millers Fresh Foods Grocery Store. Deputy Steinhaus also provided the City Council with results of his Crosswalk monitoring at the Hatton Public School.  Annette Glennon made the motion to accept the police reports.  Kim Ostlie seconded the motion.  Motion Carried. 

Dave Vold made a motion to accept the December 31, 2011 Financial Statement as presented and published.  Mark Duncan seconded the motion.  All members voted to accept. Motion carried.
Annette Glennon made the motion to approve the Auditor’s February financial reports.   Kim Ostlie seconded the motion.  Motion carried. Kim Ostlie seconded the motion.  Motion carried. 
Council briefly discussed the acquisition of a new computer for the City Auditor’s Office.  Discussion was tabled until the April meeting in order to get quotes and more detailed specifics on the type of computer that would best serve the future needs of the City. 

Bernie Johnson requested that an amendment to the City’s Parking Ordinance be placed on the April Agenda. Annette Glennon reported briefly about City Signage Grant project.  Annette will be sending in the Application to the Traill County EDC., and obtaining more detailed quotes and designs. 

Mark Duncan made the motion to adjourn the meeting.  Scott Phipps seconded the motion. Meeting adjourned at 8:20 PM.
