



HATTON CITY COUNCIL MEETING MINUTES

6:00 P.M.
Mayor Doug Meier called the meeting to order at 6:00 p.m.  Council members attending were: Mark Duncan, Annette Glennon, David Vold and Bernie Johnson.  Kim Ostlie and Scott Phipps were absent.

 Guest was: Gary Lillimoen.    Others in attendance: Jackie Buchwitz and Deputy Conrad Steinhaus.
Gary Lillimoen, on behalf of the Hatton Beautification Committee, presented a report to the City Council giving an overview of the various accomplishments and activities of the Committee for the 2011 year. 

Beginning with the April 9th Arbor Day celebration and workshop, the 228 trees planted by 32 hardworking volunteers, the care and maintenance of said trees by the Hatton Fire Dept. and many wonderful local volunteers, The excellent work being completed on the Log Cabin and all of the plantings at the Goose River Park, and the wonderful Honor that Hatton received for “Tree City Community of the Year” from the Forestry Dept. An award was presented to the Hatton Beautification Committee for the City of Hatton during the Bison game half time for excellence in forestry, education, history and the arts. The Committee will begin making plans for 2012 and once again hopes to see a wonderful year with everyone’s dedication and support. Annette Glennon made the motion to accept the Beautification Committee report. Bernie Johnson seconded the motion.  Motion carried.

Bernie Johnson made a motion to include 2 additional items into the meeting agenda; the building permit application submitted by Jerry Aase and the acceptance and approval of the Waste Management final contract. Dave Vold seconded the motion. Motion carried. Bernie then made the motion to approve the building permit application submitted by Jerry Aase. Dave Vold Seconded the motion. Motion carried. Mark Duncan made the motion to accept the Waste Management of ND final contract.  Bernie Johnson seconded the motion.  Motion carried unanimously.
Deputy Conrad Steinhaus gave a very brief report to the Council.  A brief discussion was held weighing the pro’s and cons of smaller cities having their own Police Dept. vs. sharing with another small community and having the County be in charge of policing.
The general consensus of the Council is that Hatton is very happy and satisfied with the policing set up that we currently have with Traill County providing Police protection for our City.
Mark Duncan made a motion to accept the Minutes of the September 19, 2011 Special Council Meeting.  Annette Glennon seconded the motion. Motion carried. 

Bernie Johnson made the motion to approve the Auditors Septembers’ financial reports. Mark Duncan seconded the motion.  Motion carried.
Annette Glennon made a motion to approve the payments of the following bills: Aflac; $202.42, BC/BS; $483.00. Zep Sales & Service; $95.77 Mark Duncan seconded the motion.  Motion carried. 
Upon USDA’s request that the City have an independent evaluation for the Title VI compliance, “OPTIONS” Resource Center for Independent Living arrived in Hatton on August 15 and conducted an inspection of City Hall and the City of Hatton. The accessibility evaluation report is finished and was presented to the Council.  A copy of the evaluation report has been sent to USDA and upon their review and requirements of the City; The Council will proceed with the requirements needed to be in compliance with Title VI. 
The 2012 Final Annual Budget was reviewed. Bernie Johnson made the motion to add $15,000.00 into the Equipment Replacement Fund Expenditures for the shared purchase of a police vehicle. Dave Vold seconded the motion.  Motion Carried.
Dave Vold then made the motion to approve the 2012 Final Budget.  Mark Duncan seconded the motion. All members voted to approve and the motion was passed.  The Final 2012 Budget will be sent to the County Auditor this week and is available for review at City Hall.


Annette Glennon made a motion for the City to “write off” four outstanding delinquent utility accounts that the City has been unable to collect from the year 2008 from renters who have either left town or are now deceased, and one from 2011 consisting of a total of $892.39.  Bernie Johnson seconded the motion.  Motion carried.

Annette Glennon made a motion to include the following customers and their 2011 delinquent utility amounts to their special assessment property tax roles for the 2011 year: Jerald Monson; $714.23, Yummies (Brad Lizakowski); $864.45, Mary Lou Guerra; $257.55, Efren Borjon; $592.95 and Thomas Gressman; $527.75. Mark Duncan seconded the motion. All Council members voted and approved. Motion Carried.​​​​​​​​​​​​​​​
