



HATTON CITY COUNCIL MEETING MINUTES

6:00 P.M.
 Mayor Doug Meier called the meeting to order at 6:00 p.m.  Council members attending were: David Vold, Annette Glennon, Scott Phipps, Bernie Johnson and Mark Duncan.  Kim Ostlie was absent.
 Special Guest was: Mike Miller from Waste Management of ND. and Kelly Tweet from the Traill County Sheriffs office.                           Others in attendance were Arik Solheim and Jackie Buchwitz.
Mike Miller presented the New Waste Management contract to the City Council.  The Council will be looking over the Contract and discussing it at a Special meeting to be held later in the month.

Deputy Kelly Tweet from the Traill County Sheriffs office gave a brief report to the Council regarding a couple of robberies and vandalisms that have been happening within the City.  Dave Vold made a motion to accept Deputy Tweet’s report. Annette Glennon seconded the motion.  Motion carried.

Arik Solheim presented the maintenance report. The new street signs have been installed in front of the school, and the curbs were all repainted.  He made a suggestion of possibly sending out “junk Letters” to a few of the residents and will be giving Jackie a list of residents that have not been complying with the Junk Ordinance. Arik gave a reminder regarding residents pumping water, and mowing grass clippings into the street.  “This continued practice from the residents of Hatton impacts everyone when the bills for the additional street repair and maintenance start coming in.” Annette Glennon made the motion to accept the maintenance report.  Mark Duncan seconded the motion.  Motion accepted.
Dave Vold made a motion to accept the minutes of the August 1, 2011 Council Meeting. Bernie Johnson seconded the motion. Motion carried.
Mark Duncan made the motion to approve the August financial reports. Bernie Johnson seconded the motion.  Motion carried.

Mark Duncan seconded the motion.  Motion carried. 
As recommended by the North Dakota State Auditors, The Bond for the City Auditor to be set at $250,000.00.   ​​​​​​​​​​​​​​​​​Bernie Johnson made a motion to adopt the Resolution Establishing the Bond for The City Auditor.  Mark Duncan seconded the motion.  A roll call vote was taken with all members approving the motion.  Motion carried.
In September of each odd numbered year, the City Council must appoint a City Assessor.  Following a discussion regarding the City’s current assessors, The Meyer Group, and whether or not they should be more active about going into Hatton’s residents homes and doing more extensive assessments, Annette Glennon made the motion to reappoint The Meyer Group as the City assessor for the years from September 2011 until September 2013.  Dave Vold seconded the motion. A roll call vote was taken with all members voting to approve the motion.  Motion carried.

Following discussion and review of the 2012 Preliminary Budget, Scott Phipps made a motion to approve and accept the 2012 Preliminary Budget.  Mark Duncan seconded the motion.  Motion carried unanimously.  The 2012 Preliminary Budget is completed and available for review at the Hatton City Hall.

Bernie made a motion to accept the building permit applications submitted by O. Bye, K. Skovlund and C. Steinhaus.  Scott Phipps seconded the motion.  Motion carried.

Annette Glennon expressed a special thank you and commendation to Roberta Grindeland for the exceptional job she did as the pool manager this season.  Breaks for the pool staff were discussed for next season.
Scott Phipps made the motion to adjourn; seconded by Dave Vold.  Meeting adjourned at 8:10 P.M.
